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What 1s Name Coach?

Name Coach is software built into Canvas that allows all members of the Clark
community to record the pronunciation of their names. These recordings are then
made available to professors, classmates, and colleagues within the same courses,
so not only can you record your own name for others, but you can also listen and
learn the correct pronunciations of people’s names in your class or department.

Please note that you need to have an active Canvas account and be enrolled in
active Canvas courses in order to access Name Coach.

. Log into Canvas using your Clark University credentials.

From your Canvas Dashboard, select any of your active Canvas courses.

. In the course navigation menu, click on “Name Coach.”
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On the upper half of the screen, click “Record Name.”

Name Coach will give you three options for your name recording: Phone,
Web Recorder, and Uploader. Select one of these options to record the
pronunciation of your full name.

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a. Selecting “Phone” will prompt you to enter your phone number. You
will receive a phone call from an automated number, which will
prompt you to pronounce your name. This call will be recorded and
used as your name pronunciation recording in Canvas.



b. Selecting “Web Recorder” will prompt you to record from your
internet browser using your computer’s microphone. Use this option if
you are unsure which to select.

c. Uploader will prompt you to upload an audio file (e.g. .mp4) to use as
your name pronunciation recording.

6. Once you have recorded the correct pronunciation of your name, click
“Submit and Finish.”
